2. Update from prior call:
· Bring a public health lens to community violence in Chicago

· Amy: reached out to Larry Cohen. Not helping with planning. Having Unity Event there. Maybe can co-promote. 

· Jacob: Hosting special session on gun violence impact on children. Panel of 5 Chicago-based (3) and National (2) speakers on gun violence. Will reach out to panelists about possibly attending DoA.
· Becky: working with Mighty Fine at APHA on violence prevention. 

· Focus on what has worked in Chicago and possible new/enhanced solutions. Bring in others from outside Chicago 

· Move beyond talking and to planning and next steps.

3. The day’s agenda:

· Amy: (in response to Becky’s draft) need presentations by local Chicago orgs/efforts, not just PH “experts”

· Kathy: 7-11 Program in Englewood and West End. Teachings and learnings will be done by DoA. Will know what worked and what didn’t work. Tried something completely new. 

· Becky: Has 3 speakers in mind:

·  Marlita to present on violence prevention part of HC2.0. Cool bc new, but so forward thinking, it doesn’t reflect what’s going on right now. 
· The Mayor’s Commission for Safer Chicago DOES reflect what’s going on in violence prevention right now and its broad. 

· Self or someone from SCY, PH non-profit violence convener in Chicago. 

· Joe: sent out Mayor’s Executive Plan

· Amy: time for 2 morning panels?
· How to structure/facilitate World Café discussion in the afternoon?

· Becky: Café approach is to engage people in conversations that matter. People at small groups in table, engage in convo around a question, then a short round of discussion. Then everyone moves tables and new question, etc etc. Point: feed ideas across the table organically, not linearly. Harvest: each group at table comes up w/ top 2 or 3 ideas in response to question to sum up or cap discussions held. 

· Can see overlapping themes and ideas

· Joe: What is the outcome of a World Cafe?
· Becky: Products are notes, votes, etc that can be compiled into document to make recommendations. But what to do with that? Don’t know what we want to do with that.

· What should the call to action be? 
· Amy: what are we asking people to do through the Cafes?

· Becky: Harvest would encourage people to form a call to action. 

· Amy: Would this align with what CDPH is trying to do?

· Becky: Healthy Chicago is going to be a great document, but not sure we want to use Café as a discussion of Healthy Chicago 2.0. Limiting and timing is off.
· Kathy: the Café won’t make it to policymaking level

· Joe: Health through an equity lens. Healthy Chicago 2.0 is larger than violence prevention.

· Becky: Intentionally prime people with Café topics to get people who can take these ideas and do something with them. Not a “true call to action”.
· Amy: likes idea of targeting to people/orgs who can take the ideas from café and do something with it
· Kathy: CureViolence can use this
· What are the best ways to engage community residents and organizations during the summit? And youth?
· Rosie Mae: Separate “panel” / performance / presentation for youth because the approach/feel will be different than government officials
