Update from prior call, June 16th:

· Selena: reached out to clergy coalition to join this group. Reached out to Dr. Bombadi-Shakur: is working on prevention programs, will join calls. Reached out to Father Pfleger. Has reached out to radio stations.
· Rosie Mae: reached out to Chi Voices, no response.

What should the call to action be? 

· Funding for successful prevention programs like CeaseFire. 
· Joe: Need government support (putting policy in place). 
· Bringing a Public Health lens to gun violence in Chicago

· Erica: Can’t look at one aspect of violence for prevention; need to think broadly (trauma, mental health, etc.). 

What can we do that will be different or extend the work of recent violence summits and rallies? 

· Becky asks not to focus on gun violence prevention policy because national efforts are coming in and harming local prevention efforts.
· Pay attention to the systemic roots (racism, poverty, etc.) – public health approach
· Joe: Use DoA as a way to look at gun violence as a public health issue; most people look at this as a crime issue. Discuss what violence does to body biologically (CureViolence model).
· Elena & Kathy: Focus on what Chicago is “doing right” in violence prevention and remediation to help combat bad reputation. 
What are the best ways to engage community residents and organizations during the Day of Action? And youth?

· Highlight Chicago. 
· Becky & Elena: Find community assets and build capacity in communities (In-reach). 
· Look at Chicago strategic plan and ground them in community. Publicize work city of Chicago is doing. Reach out to community members to involve in work/plan city is doing/has. 
· Mayor’s Commission for a Safer Chicago (strategic plan with 5 categories). One is the Health and Healing program. Relationships and trauma. Training to broaden capacity.

· Healthy Chicago. 5-year strategic plan (2011) from Chicago Dept of Public Health. Version 2.0 is informed by a “healthy in all policies”/health equity framing.
How can CHPPD and other APHA members contribute during the Day of Action besides the summit? 

· Brady Campaign. 
· Effective legislative processes in CT after Newton can be looked at. 
· Use APHA presence to highlight violence as PH issue. 
· Amy: Use day to look at funding and policy opportunities for prevention. 
· Elena & Erica: Health in All Policies = APHA theme => reframing of city of Chicago dept. of health; themes aligned.
