Update from prior call (7/7/15)
· Amy: Saturday is Day of Action -  Selena is moving forward with plan and looking into space at UIC. Concern is that Saturday is Halloween.
· Becky: Very concerned about having on Halloween - not only because of engaging youth, but engaging parents who will need to leave early. May have difficulty mobilizing APHA members to come to conference early. Amy: Local needs most important, may be able to mobilize local APHA members and find students to support event
· Joe: Had discussion with Erica Davis and Marlita White after previous call - they have a plan for community engagement and are excited about using the Day of Action to highlight some of Chicago’s successful violence reduction. They are vetting idea to Julie Marita of Chicago DPH to ensure support and buy-in.
· Amy: This will help highlight public health aspects of gun violence prevention. Want to make sure we’re only bringing in strategies from outside Chicago if it makes sense.
· Kathy: Important to focus on what Chicago is currently doing/has plans in near future to do. Health dept. is important, but there are others not funded by government. Ex. Private, donor-funded program Target 7-11 Initiative has been successful in trying to prevent shootings in Englewood. 
What should call to action be?/Framing the call to action
· Don’t want guns/policy as centerpiece, but could talk about as a potential solution. 
· Joe: Violence grows out of environments conducive to violence. Guns are an aspect of it, but guns don’t cause the violence.
· Goal is to help move Chicago forward and think about what else Chicago could be doing. Bring local and national support/attention to Chicago’s efforts.
· Joe: Lots of  energy around looking at violence as a public health issue in Chicago right now. Erica and Marlita could speak to this - they’re deeply involved in the work
· National conversation with public health professionals about Chicago’s reputation as murder capital (“Chiraq”)
· Difference between data and interpretation - Chicago is highest in raw number of homicides, but is much lower on overall violence rates 
· Becky: Has had informal discussions with Gary Slutkin (Cure Violence founder) and others that may be jumping-off point on this topic
· Amy: This is where APHA/Drexel students could be helpful - use members to help turn those discussions into product. Translate data into two-pager or policy brief. Can think about targeting PH workforce, but also focus on general public. 
· Amy: Data Haven - clearinghouse for violence data in New Haven - wrote a letter to editor about how flawed that data is and how it was misused in media. Amy will share with planning team. 
· Becky: Will set up time with Kathy and Charlie Ransford (Director of Science and Policy at Cure Violence) 
· Selena: Concern about presenting “the data is being misused/perception is worse than reality” to community members who are living in violent neighborhoods - they want solutions, not statistics. Want Day of Action to force Chicago organizations’ hands.
Possible speakers/data sources
· Deborah Gorman-Smith – UIC. Runs the Chicago Center for Youth Violence Prevention.
· CDC – engaging them around the data issue.
· Amy will dig into PHACT Campaign data on gun violence
· Amy will contact John Rich - Drexel (good at engaging community residents)
Day of Action schedule/details
· Selena: Saturday is definite - registration 8:30-9:30, session starting at 10:00, panel presentations 10:00-12:00 - speakers with moderators, allow questions from audience, interaction with panel
· 12:00 - Selena looking for donations for light refreshments
· 1:00-3:00 Breakout workshops/sessions - have discussions, end at 3:00
· Potentially involve spoken word/poetry on violence 
· Becky: Want to be sure to end early for parents on Halloween. Also - should have a spoken word group from Chicago (group mentioned is from South Bronx)
· Amy: Still concerned about recruitment - will want to look to APHA members and UIC students
· Selena: will reach out to performers from Chicago. Not concerned about Halloween, would be concerned about Sunday conflict with church services
· Selena: Working with parking at University to try to get parking covered, auditorium seats 175 people, breakout rooms available, it’s accessible to public transport and people are familiar with the location. Becky agrees.
· Becky: World Cafe approach (discussion at small tables and rotation among tables, intentional discussions around problem-solving) - will draft potential topics. Local experts to facilitate
· Topics - Solutions that are working, solutions that are needed, how Chicago violence is portrayed, how violence data is used, etc.

· Amy and Rosie Mae: Draft blurb of what everyone said for all to review, start creating save the date
· Amy: Reach out to APHA Injury Control and Violence Prevention
· Amy: Share DataHaven info with group
· Amy: Contact John Rich at Drexel
· Becky: Draft sketch of the interactive discussion of the day.
· Selena: Continue to invite partners to planning and the day, will reach out again to IL affiliate (underlying goal to engage them in the process).
